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To determine what benefits you qualify for you should first contact the VA. Once eligibility is 
determined you will receive a Certificate of Eligibility (COE) or a Notice of Benefits Eligibility (NOBE); 
retain a copy for your records and submit a copy to the school (uneveteranaffairs@une.edu). Please 
review the VA Education Benefits Checklist for further steps. 
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The school only receives tuition and fees directly for Chapter 31 and Chapter 33, all other chapters are 
paid directly to the student. If you receive benefits under a chapter other than Chapter 31 or 33 you 
are responsible for paying your bill by the due date. If you are Chapter 31 or 33 your actual 
enrollment, tuition and fees will not be reported until after the add/drop period. This allows you to 
adjust your schedule without incurring a debt or an overage that will need to be repaid to the VA. 
However, this will also delay any refund you are eligible for, please plan accordingly as funding from 
the VA could take up to 4 weeks after the add/drop period to arrive. 
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
